WORSHIP GUIDE 
Making sense of the Psalter  

David is pleading with the Lord in Psalm 28, because he knows that if God will 
not answer and grant him mercy, his life will not continue (vv. 1-2). In the prayer 
he asks the Almighty to make a distinction and not count him as those who 
wickedly deceive others, disdain what God has so clearly made known to all 
(Romans 1:20), and who will receive what they deserve (vv. 3-5). But instead that 
his joyful praise and vigilant trust in the strength and protection of the Lord be 
accepted (vv. 6-7). And since God is alone righteousness for all who trust in 
Him, may we prayerfully come as well, asking for the Lord to rescue us from 
our daily temptations and to deliver us to stand before Him on that Great Day 
in none other but the work of our glorious and good Shepherd, Jesus Christ (vv. 
8-9).
