Worship Guide: Making Sense of the Psalter  

Twice we hear the Psalmist declare in Psalm 67 “O God, let peoples praise 
Thee; let all the people sing” (vv. 3 & 5), because the privilege of worshiping 
the One true God is the reason all of mankind was created. But how 
will God bring all mankind to fall before Him? By none other than the 
blessing of the Great High Priest (v. 1 – compare with Numbers 6:22-27), 
the clear proclamation of God’s holy way and saving power through 
His final Prophet (v. 2), and the righteous rule of the King of kings, 
who in Himself will make the nations glad (v. 4). It is with this hope 
that the Psalmist prays and waits on his God to bring in the harvest of 
those from “every tribe and language and people and nation” (Rev. 5:9) who 
will bow and honor His Son, Jesus Christ (v. 6).
