Worship Guide: Making Sense of the Psalter  

The Psalmist in Psalm 122 is particularly delighted to be numbered 
among those who are to come and worship the Lord their God (v. 1). 
For it is here, together, that they, in the presence of the Almighty, give 
thanks to the Lord who has by His decree assembled and by His 
righteousness sustains His church in every age (vv. 2-5). The Psalm ends 
with a command to all who know the Lord Jesus Christ, who has 
become our “righteousness and sanctification” to pray for the peace of 
Jerusalem – that He will continue to be the head of His Body, the 
Church, and that we will deny ourselves and seek His good (vv. 6-9).
