Worship Guide – Psalm 36:1-6     

Psalm 36:1-6 gives us good insight into the sinful nature of the unbeliever. 
By the uncontested sinfulness of his DEEDS he concludes that he has no 
reason to fear the justice of God (vv. 1-2). By his vain WORDS he further 
provokes himself to greater works of wickedness (v. 3). And by his 
THOUGHTS he seriously contemplates ways of advancing his own agenda (v. 
4). But even with this knowledge, those who trust the character of their 
Lord will rejoice in His never-failing love and faithfulness, always taking 



comfort that in His righteousness He will establish justice (vv. 5-6). This 
too is to be our delight. For Jesus Christ has triumphed over sin and will 
place even the most malicious thoughts, words and deeds of men under His 
feet.
